The HPHOA Board met last week and we want to share with you a few issues that were discussed. 
Annual Dues - We would like to thank all homeowners who paid their dues on time.  If you have not yet paid please go ahead and do so before May 15.  After May 15 a late fee of $15 per month will be added to each delinquent account.

Ice Cream Social – We would also like to remind everyone that we are going to celebrate the kick off of summer by having an Ice Cream Social at 7:00 pm on Tuesday, June 5.  Ice Cream and assorted toppings will be provided.  Due to the baseball season being underway at the park we have decided to have the Ice Cream Social at the Old Farm Court cul de sac.
Mailbox Updates – All mailboxes in Section 2 of the neighborhood will be replaced and posts repainted beginning around the end of May (Section 1 was completed last summer.)  Norman Gerdeman with A to Y Home Improvement will remove your old mailbox and number plate, paint the existing post and number plate, reattach a new mailbox and put new numbers on the plate.  He will make every effort to cover any flowers that may be planted at the base of your post.  If there is any mail in your old box when he gets to your house, he will place the old box (with the mail inside it) on your front porch.  Otherwise all old mailboxes will be discarded (unless you notify us that you want to keep it.)  This project will take some time and is dependent on the weather so we cannot estimate when each house will be done.
If for any reason you DO NOT want your post painted then you need to call Melissa Harjes at 243-3628 by May 15.  If you choose not to have your post painted but would still like a new mailbox let her know and we will drop one off to you.

Opinion Poll – Informal results from the Opinion Poll show the majority of residents would vote yes to the following changes to the current Deed Restrictions:

-New houses must have a paved driveway


-No vehicles shall be habitually parked in the yard


-No eye sore vehicle shall be visible longer than 30 days


-No commercial vehicle over 12,500 lbs. should be parked in a driveway

The process for changing the restrictions permanently is being reviewed by the attorney and a formal vote will be presented to all homeowners when the details are worked out.  No changes will be made until after the official vote.
